Core Curriculum


Language Arts:  We are continuing to explore our “Wonders” curriculum. This week our class will be reading stories and talking about how families love and help each other. 


High-Frequency Word (HFW): can  Write the word can and read it with your child. Then ask your child to write the word. Think of sentences together using the word can. Write each sentence and have children circle can.


Letter Identification: Ii-Rr  Write each capital letter I-R on slips of paper and mix them up. Then write each lowercase letter i-r on slips of paper and mix them up. Have your child select a capital letter, say its name, and then find its matching lowercase letter.


Math:  This week begins our Houghton Mifflin Harcourt “Go Math!” program, Chapter 1. Our standards focus is on Counting and Cardinality (Represent, Count and Write Numbers 0 to 5). Look for the homework pages that correspond with what we are teaching in class.

HOMEWORK:





Please read the homework cover sheet for directions each day. Then do the practice on the back of the cover sheet. There will be attachments as well. Some activities will require that you use your own paper at home. Keep some paper at home for this purpose.


Do not attempt to do the entire packet in one night. District guidelines for time spent on homework for Kindergartners is approx. 20 min. per night.


Make sure that you have a quiet place for homework with all of the supplies you might need. EG: pencils, crayons, glue sticks, scissors etc…


Reduce distractions: Turn the T.V. off during homework time, make sure siblings are otherwise occupied or doing homework quietly at the same time.


Do not wait until late in the evening to do homework, chances are your student will be over-tired and have a hard time focusing. Right after school is the ideal time.


Have a healthy snack and a drink available during homework time.


Please contact your child’s teacher if you have any questions about homework. You may need directions clarified…we are always available to answer questions.
