Language Arts:


High-Frequency Words: I, can  Write the words I and can and read them with your child. Then ask your child to write the words. Think of sentences together that contain both the words I and can. Write each sentence and have children circle the word I and draw a line under the word can.


Letter Identification: Ss-Zz  Write each capital letter S-Z on slips of paper and mix them up. Then write each lowercase letter s-z on slips of paper and mix them up. Have your child select a capital letter, say its name, and then find its matching lowercase letter.


Category Words: Days of the Week  Help your child find the names of the days of the week on a calendar or in the newspaper and read them.  Practice orally reciting the days of the week.  Ask your child to sing the Days of the Week song that we have learned in class!
