High-Frequency Words: the  Have your child find the word the in the title of a favorite book. Then ask your child to write the word and use it in a sentence.


Phonics/Letter ID/Handwriting: Mm   Write words that begin or end with /m/ on sticky notes. Have your child circle the m in each word, then find objects that begin/end with m and place a sticky note on them.


Vocabulary: friend, problem   Have your child talk about the ways he or she solves a problem with a friend. Encourage your child to act out with you a solution to a problem he or she has experienced with a friend.


Category Words: feeling words   Draw happy and sad faces on index cards. Ask questions and invite your child to hold up a feeling card that answers each question.
