Phonics/Letter ID/Handwriting: /Pp/ Invite your child to hunt for household objects that begin or end with the letter p.  Write each word on a sticky note and have your child circle the p.


Vocabulary: tool, discover  Invite your child to hunt for different kinds of tools and tell what each one is used for.  Make a list of the tools and read it together when you’re done.


Category Words: colors  Practice singing the color songs at home.  Ask your child what his/her favorite color song is and have him/her teach it to you!
